Close contact and exposure are defined as at least 15 minutes, less than six feet apart. There
are no community exposure sites identified. The investigation is complete, all close contacts will
be quarantined and actively monitored twice daily for fever and respiratory symptoms by public
health officials.
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Sixteen new recoveries, seven in Morrill County and nine in Scotts Bluff County, brings the total
recoveries to 257.
