Panhandle residents under 65 with medical conditions are being asked to wait to sign up for the 
COVID vaccine until the Nebraska Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) vaccine 
registration is available. This will be within the next week or so.

6,321 people have signed up so far! Be sure to help your elderly family, friends, and neighbors 
get signed up. This will put them on the list that is being coordinated with local vaccine 
providers. You will be called when vaccines are available. We anticipate Phase 1b going into 
May 2021. When vaccines are available, appointments will be scheduled, and individuals will be 
called days ahead.  

As of today, 4,648 Panhandle residents have received the COVID vaccine. Health care 

personnel, long-term care, and those 75 and older are currently being vaccinated. Panhandle 

long-term care facility residents receiving the COVID vaccine are 4th highest in the state with 

84.5% that have received their first dose. 

If you have received your first dose and have not heard when you will receive your second 
dose, don’t panic, you will be contacted by the vaccine provider that administered your first 
dose. 

COVID vaccinations are also available at the Scottsbluff Community-Based Outpatient Clinic 
(CBOC) for veterans enrolled in the VA Health Care system. Vaccinations are by appointment 
only, no walk-ins. Call 308-225-5330 for appointment scheduling. 

Transportation for COVID vaccinations or to get COVID tested is available by contacting Project 
Connect at 308-761-8747.
